Under the direction of Artistic Director Paul Marleyn, this exciting event will gather approximately 60 cellists to
participate in solo recitals and in performance of concertos with the Manitoba Chamber Orchestra and a gala
presentation co-produced with the Winnipeg Symphony Orchestra. Local, national and international artists from as
far away as China, Russia and Sweden will be in Winnipeg performing alongside the home-grown talent
throughout this amazing event. Yegor Djachkov, Denise Djokic, Shauna Rolston, Jian Wang, Natalia Gutman and
Frans Helmerson are just a few of the names fans of cello music might recognize.
